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Lectures are given in English on the theory and practice
of regional development, using a textbook by H. Armstrong &
J. Taylor, Regional Economics & Policy, Second Edition, 1993.
Regional planning experiences in Japan are also included in
the lectures, covering development plans of the national level
(Zenso) as well as those of the regional, prefectural, and
cities, towns and village levels. (First Semester, 2 Credits)

An introductory course for project planning and evaluation
with special emphasis on the technique of cost-benefit analysis.
The major topics to be covered are basic ideas of development
planning, project cycle, and cost-benefit analysis. Exercises
for calculation of cost-benefit ratio, net present value and
internal rate of return are included.

This course will be offered every two years after this year
(the next lecture will be in 2001).
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Economics of development planning and policy issues will
be analyzed and discussed in this course. The major topics
include : development and human welfare ; development plan-
ning : markets versus controls ; the role of international trade
and FDI in economic development ; the effectiveness of ODA;
international finance, foreign debt and adjustment. We will
also discuss various case studies from East and Southeast
Asia and Latin America.
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Professor John Thoburn of East Anglia University, visiting
fellow to GSID will give lectures on “the international indus-
trial competitiveness in Africa”. Details will be announced
later.

and in Japanese are both given in parallel.
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The course aims at studying the current problems and issues
of the development management through the experience from
the ODA and NGO projects for the developing countries.
Major topics are project sustainability, participatory, poverty
alleviation, WID, “gender and other subjects related with
international development. (The lecture is in Japanese but
supplementary lectures in English are provided when necessary)
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Comparative Analysis of Development Management
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This course deals with the following two frontier-yet-
fundamental issues in economic development : development
strategies under globalization, and market vs.controls in
guiding development. The course consists of two parallel
sessions.

Session I. Economics for Development — IR A% 5B 0K

This session introduces Economics required for a proper
understanding of economic systems, both theoretical and empi-
rical aspects, paying a particular attention to the economy of
development countries. Textbooks, readers, and cases are
introduced in the principles of Development Economics, Micro-
economics, Macroeconomics, International Economics (Inter-
national Trade and International Finance). Lectures, experi-
ments, and seminar methods are combined in order to create
a participatory/ discussion environment. Complementary self-
guided study is highly desired.

Session Il . Development Management under Globalization—
so—NY¥—va v NOHFER

This session deals with selected topics such as:international
trade and development (inward-vs. outward-oriented develop-
ment strategies, regionalism vs. globalism) ; external financing
of development (ODA, FDI, portfolio flows, multinational
corparations, and debt & financial crises) ; structural adjust-
ment and the order of liberazlization ; managing open-economy
developemnt ; fiscal/ financial policies for economic develop-
ment ; growth and equity under globalization;and reconcilia-
tion of three spheres (economic, social, and environmental) in
search of sustainable development.
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Overviews the transformation of paradigm and development
policy toward women, referring to both theory and practice on
WID. Participation of women in socio-economic development
will be analyzed using case studies. Assessments will be made
from various perspectives, including feminism and anthropo-
logical views.
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(The seminar is in Japanese but supplementary seminar in
English is provided when necessary)

Frontiers of development studies should be explored. World
Bank materials relevant to these areas are introduced as moti-
vator. Bach participant is requested to conduct research in
one’s chosen field, prepare papers and/or presentations. M. A.
students should attend Comparative Analysis of Development
Management.
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Macro human resource development issues are the main
focus of this lecture. By using a textbook chapters and
research papers, relationships between socio-economic develop-
ment and aspects of human resource systems, namely fertility,
population, enrollment, manpower and skilled labor force,
training and development, etc. will be discussed, by focusing
upon relevant experiences in ASEAN countries. Each partici-
pating student will be asked to write a paper on human
resource situastions in his, her own country at the end of
the semester.

Explores the theoretical and practical aspects of educational
development policy and planning in developing countries:
Provides an overview of various economic theories that explain
a) the rationale for public provision of education and b) the
role of education in achieving various development objectives
such as growth, equity, and empowerment. Considers current
policy issues, such as structural adjustment, decentralization,
and globalization, and their implications for education and
training planning at international, national, and local levels.
Introduces the processes of planning and implementation of
social development programs and projects. Coursework includes
a group exercise on the formulation of an educational develop-
ment project.

The purpose of Seminar I is to provide basic understanding
in theories and practices of human resource management
(HRM) in the corporation. Students are asked to report on
assigned textbook chapters and research papers, involving
such HRM issues as selection and placement, task design,
motivation and job satisfaction, performance evaluation,
promotion and forth. The latter half of the seminar will
be devoted to critically read journal articles of studies done
in this area involving different methodologies of empirical
research and a variety of multivariate statistical analyses.
Seminar 0 is for individual tutering of M2 students who
are going to write master theses.

HE D (BT 1HER TR, HEHRICHEYT 2 NAOREE -
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Research seminar on social development ( including educa-
tion) policy and planning in developing countries. Focuses on
institutional actors, processes, and environments that are
conducive to social development. Discusses field-based qualita-
tive research methods and strategies. Students develop a thesis
or a research paper. M2 and Ph. D. students present their
research in progress, while M1 students select a topic, review
the relevant literature, and consider methods appropriate to
their respective research questions.
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This is a newly introduced special lecture on research
methodology with extensive practical experiences given
regarding how to design a questionnaire survey and how to
analyze the data by using a statistical package (SPSS Program)
through computers at GSID. Lectures cover a series of
methodological issues involving : theory and hypothesis,
descriptive statistics, inferencial statistics, gquestuinnaire
design and survey administration, and report writing.
Students are required to submit a report for each week
assignment and a final individual research report to be
written based on his, her own pilot questionnaire survey
project at the end of the semester. The lecture will be given
jointly with a research associate and TAs.
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(Introduction to International Cooperation Law)
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The lecture of this year is divided into three parts. First
topic is to examine the history, method and future perspectives
of law and development (LD) study, in comparison with
other disciplines of jurisprudence like comparative law and
sociology of law. The second is to deliberate the LD problems
in three dimensions of development ; political, economic and
social, specially focusing on Asian countries, which have been
forced to reform their legal systems in various fields since
the financial crisis of 1997. The third 1s a part where
participants are requested to make a research of any general
or specific subjects relating to LD problems, and report for
the discussion among all participants. The class is done in
English if participants prefer. The lecture plan and reading
list will be distributed at the first class.
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A LT HAE L HKEOMA (both English and Japanese)
TfT 9o In addition to providing a general introduction to
business law and private finance (E ¥ % R « LEMBAFD,
the course concetrates on the basic structure on international
trade and investment (EREEE - #&). It also focuses on
recent topics in international finance (EM 4B O EH) such
as derivatives, securitization, electronic commerce, Y2K, the
Asian currency crisis, etc. Furthermore, guest speakers (¥ 2
I 3%6) may deliver special speeches for students to gain skills
in international business operations. Such topics in the 98-99
academic year included “Legal Negotiation for International
M& A" (EEM&A DEEHIZSHHT) by an international business
lawyer and “Human Network Creation” (AMRERLH) by a
Japanese specialist. Grades are based on a required short
paper with its presentation, and class participation.
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This lecture will examine the international commercial
dispute processing : (i) the role of trade and investment, their
relationship with the international commercial dispute pro-
cessing and the role of law in the dispute processing ; (i) the
contemporary issues on the legal environment for the dispute
processing ; (i) its methods and practices by international
organisations and forums and municipal courts-international
litigation, arbitration, and mediation ( comparative studies
and review of the underlying cultures) ; and () the possibility
of unification of the dispute processing and of theinternational
cooperation for it. Although the law degree is not required,
students should be familiar with and interested in general
legal background, inter alia, on civil, commercial and inter-
national laws. Japanese and English will be used in the class.

Information on the course schedule is to be given later.
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FHECG U T HARE S #EOMA (both English and Japanese)
TfT9, In this seminar, students will study legal aspects of
international trade, investment, finance, technology transfer,
taxation, etc. Discussions are based on assigned reading
materials and individual research papers. Joint study with
the lecturer is also available GERli & OILEHFE & TI8E). Such
joint topics in the 98-99 academic year included electronic
commerce and Y2K.

This seminar will be a forum for discussions on legal
issues on transnational dispute processing in English and
Japanese. Comparative studies through several jurisdictions
by students’ contributions and initiatives are expected. The
lecturer will contribute on the Japanese dispute processing
(especially on the recent civil justice reform in Japan in
comparison with the English reform) .

Information on the course schedule is to be given later.

This lecture provides basic understanding and policy
orientation of the major topics in development studies.

Agricultural development, non-agricultural development in
rural area, industrialization, urbanization, role of the state,
public administration, NGO, environment, aid policy of Japan
are the major topics of this lecture. After 90 minutes lecture,
students are requested to have small group discussion for 150
minutes including lunch time. Remaining 30 minutes are for
the summary discussion.
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International and regional politics
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We discuss major issues of state structurereferring political
theory and Indonesia and the Philippines. Bureaucracy,
parliament, local government, millitary, police, leadership,
religious groups, political parties, ethnicities, laborers, middle
class are the major issues.

This lecture provides a basic understanding of the political,
economic, and social structure of the Middle East, with a
special focus on oil economy and economic development.
Several case studies from Middle Eastern countries will be
covered on the following subjects : development of the oil
industry, the impact of the oil industry (on, e.g., agricultural
development and land reform), development issues under
military regimes, and development and protection of the
environment. The lecture has two parts: first, a 90 minute
lecture, and second, a 90 minute small group discussion.
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Foreign students who can’t follow Japanese readings can
get the credit of seminar 1 by attending “Dynamics of
Regional Politics.”
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Social Change during Modernization
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This course indentifies key issues concerning social change
using diverse materials and framework, and develops aware-
ness of ways to look at and understand societies, focusing on
(1) Images : pictures, photographs, movies and TV news;
(2) Conceptualizations : historical documents, travelogues,
newspaper and journal articles, offcial reports, ethnographies
and statistics; (3) Comparison of countries, societies, and
communities using above materials.

This course discusses crucial issues concerning social during
modernization, and identifies and analyzes social changes at
the micro level, focusing on (1) discussion and definition of
“modernization”; and (2} macro-level social trends that accom-
pany modernization, including population movements, urbani-
zation, marginalization of rural areas, legacies of colonization,
issues in multi-ethnic societies, changes in community and
family structure, and changes in individual sense of identities.
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This course aims at providing theoretical background in
language acquisition, comprehension, and teaching methodo-
logies (particularly in the field of second or foreign language),
so that students apply insights from these fields to language
education and to their own specific research. This course
covers fundamental concepts, trends and methodologies in
relevant research fields, and problems or criticisms in each
field. In each class, we read one article on a certain topic.
Students take turns each week to give a report on that week’s
article. All the participants discuss the article to deepen
understanding on the topic. Textbook (s) or references will
be announced in the first class.
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The Renaissance Bodies
(Topics: costume, reproduction, king’s body, body natural

and body politic, digestion, cross-dressing, interiority, anatomy,

violence, body and rhetoric etc.)

1. We read the primary and the secondary sources on these
topics.

2. We may include materials which deal with bodies in the
ancient and medieval periods or in the modern period, for
instance, in the issues of rape and cross-dressing.

3. In the first semester, we discuss two Shakespeare’s plays
mainly in terms of the representation of bodies.

4. In the second semester, we would like to read as many
secondary sources on the body as possible.
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
