Overview of the current global economy and global management 

of various issues, such as corporate management, human 

resources management, and international accounting etc. is the 

first objective of this workshop. By inviting guest speakers from 

several global companies such as Nomura Holdings, Inc, DENSO 

Corporation, Mitsui & Co., Ltd, Daido Steel Co., Ltd, Brother 

Industry Ltd. we will review the hands-on activities of these 

companies in the global economy. 

Second, by reviewing the history of development of the Japanese 

economy and globalization of certain corporations, we will try to 

understand the essential conditions for economic development 

and globalization, and try to catch the key clues to successful 

economical development and globalization of developing 

countries.

E This course will touch on many aspects of academic writing such 

as how to avoid logical fallacies and how to structure an academic 

paper. However, the focus will be on how to write English that is 

grammatical and concise. With an understanding that even 

difficult concepts can be conveyed in a way that is simple and 

clear, it is hoped that participants in this course will strive to 

become more reader-friendly writers.  

Areas to be covered in the course include how to write clear 

sentences, common sentence problems, choosing the right word, 

and sign-posting strategies. With feedback from the teacher and 

peers, and through the fostering of self-editing strategies, this 

course will help students diagnose their main problems early on 

in the course.  

 

Academic Writing Skills

E This course is primarily for non-native speakers of English 

planning to write a thesis in English. Participants will improve 

their overall academic writing ability, focusing on skills and 

knowledge for writing a longer research paper, including 

academic writing conventions, logical argumentation, stages of 

thesis writing, and ways to use previous literature without 

plagiarizing. Through regular writing, editing and skills 

exercises, participants will improve their critical thinking skills as 

well as fluency and accuracy in academic English writing.

E As the core discipline subject of the Economic Development Policy 

& Management Program, this course offers key principles and 

issues of Economics of Development bearing the needs of 

first-time learners in mind. Topics to be covered are: 1) the role of 

economic development in poverty reduction; 2) the evolution of 

economic development thoughts; 3) the stylized facts in economic 

development; 4) theories of economic growth; 5) dualistic 

development and structural change; 6) sustainable development; 

7) the role of government in development; 8) governance and 

institutions; 9) trade and development; and 9) financing 

development.  ( http://www.gsid.nagoya-u.ac.jp/sotsubo/ ) 

 

Development Macroeconomics 

  

UMEMURA, Tetsuo 

E This class will teach an introductory macroeconomics with special 

emphasis on the application to developing countries. It begins 

with the basic concepts of Macro Economics, National Accounts, 

and continues to income determination (Keynesian multiplier), 

IS-LM analysis, aggregate demand - aggregate supply analysis, 

economic growth models and globalization of the world economy. 

We also practice how to extract macroeconomic features of a 

developing country from various economic statistics. All students 

are expected to make a presentation and term paper about an 

economic situation of his/her countries. 

 

Development Microeconomics 

  

SHINKAI, Naoko 

E This is an introductory course on development microeconomics. 

Materials to be covered include principles of microeconomics, the 

modification in the application of those principles to developing 

economies, and an introduction to international trade theory and 

trade policies. From time to time, various development 

microeconomics issues will be addressed and discussed in the 

class on their analyses to broaden the knowledge.

 

Development Statistics 

  

FUJIKAWA, Kiyoshi 

E This is an introductory course on statistics for social sciences 

especially for economic analysis. The lecture will cover such topics 

as basic descriptive statistics, statistical inference and test of 

hypotheses. The courses are given based on computer assisted 

exercises using MS-Excel and SPSS. The goal of this course is 

that we will be able to have an image on the proper statistical 

procedure when we have a set of data for an analysis
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Development Management 

under Globalization 

  

OTSUBO, Shigeru 

E This course deals with the issues of economic development 

management under globalization such as: 1) risks and benefits 

associated with development under globalization; 2) rise and 

demise of the East Asian growth model; 3) international trade, 

FTAs, WTO and development; 4) external financing of 

development (FDI and multilateral corporations, portfolio flows, 

debt & financial crises); 5) managing open-economy development 

(BOP management, the order of liberalization, exchange rate 

regimes and monetary policy rules, fiscal sustainability, crisis 

management); and 6) toward governance and quality of growth 

under globalization. ( http://www.gsid.nagoya-u.ac.jp/sotsubo/ )  

 

Development Finance 

  

SHINKAI, Naoko 

E This course consists of two parts. In the first part, several 

theoretical frameworks to analyze development and international 

finance are presented. In the second part, various issues such as 

international monetary system, debt finance, and 

regional/country-wide policies are discussed based on the 

frameworks. 

 

Quantitative Analysis for 

Developing Countries 

  

FUJIKAWA, Kiyoshi 

E This is an advances course on statistics for economic analysis 

after the course of Development Statistics. The lecture will cover 

such statistical topics as regression analysis or analysis based on 

survey data using MS-Excel, SPSS or E-views.  And an 

introductory exercise on input-output analysis or econometric 

modeling will be given. The courses are implemented based on 

computer assisted exercises. 

 

Project Evaluation 

  

HAYASHI, Kaoru 

E This is an introductory course on project planning and evaluation. 

It aims to provide basic knowledge required for management of 

whole project cycle including identification, preparation, 

appraisal, implementation and evaluation of projects. Various 

ex-ante and ex-post evaluation methods, such as cost-benefit 

analyses, internal rate of return, measurements of economic and 

social impact etc. are explained. Case studies of computer-based 

cost -benefit analysis are included. 
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Lecture on Economic 

Development Policy and

E The main theme of this lecture is Tourism and Development. 

More specifically, Sustainable Tourism Development or Economic 

Development through Tourism. This lecture includes various 

aspects not only economic but also social and other aspects of 

tourism development.

Also 

various cases especially tourism development of small island 

developing states will be discussed.

E Otsubo Seminar generally deals with the development 

management issues under globalization. Our recent research 

agenda includes International Trade and Development (incl. 

FTA/CEP), External Finance of Development (incl. capital flow 

management and FDI), Macroeconomic Management under 

Globalization (incl. exchange rate regimes, debt sustainability 

and fiscal management), Investment/Industrial Promotion, 

Global Governance, and Globalization and Inequality. Each 

participant is expected to conduct research in his/her chosen field, 

make periodic presentations, and prepare academic papers and a 

degree thesis. M1 sessions deal with basic concepts and theories. 

 

Seminar on Development Policy 

and Management

E The first year, M1 students will learn how to use business 

software such as MS-Word, MS-PowerPoint, and MS-Excel.  

Then, M1 students will learn introductory statistical tools and 

train themselves how to use statistical packages such as 

MS-Excel, SPSS, and E-views. The second year, M2 students are 

expected to do a research in the chosen topics.  M2 students and 

the students in the Doctoral program are asked to make 

presentations on their research topics.

Main topics to 

be covered include development policies, trade, economic growth, 

poverty reduction, income distribution, and welfare improvement. 

In the Seminar I, M1 students read textbooks on development 

economics and discuss various development policy issues in the 

first semester. In the second semester, they are expected to 

determine their own research topics and make presentations on 

their research interests. In the Seminar II, M2 and Doctoral 

students are asked to present their research progress. 

 

Rural Development 

  

USAMI, Koichi 

E/J This course introduces the scope and nature of rural development 

in developing countries from two viewpoints: macro level like 

nation or region and micro level like farmers or community. 

Lecture aims at understanding on “How neighboring disciplines 

to economics grasp development.” and learning how to develop 

rural areas towards improving livelihood as well as production, 

especially through reviewing findings and issues in rural 

development studies so far.  Furthermore, factors and logics to 

sustainable development are learned from agricultural and rural 

development project experiences. . 

 

 

Regional Development Planning 

  

OKADA, Aya 

E This interdisciplinary course focuses on the sub-national region as 

a socioeconomic development unit, and considers various issues 

related to regional development in the context of developing 

countries.  The course first introduces basic theories and 

concepts concerning regional development planning, and then 

discusses contemporary issues and policies pertinent to 

promoting regional social and economic development from a 

political economy perspective.  Topics covered in this course 

include urbanization, rural-urban linkages, community 

development, regional disparities, urban labor markets, regional 

industrial clusters development, and regional innovation systems.
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Endogenous Development and 

Capacity Building in Rural 

Area 

  

NISHIKAWA,Yoshiaki 

E 'Endogenous Development' can be explained as alternative 

development thought and/or concept, sometimes understood as 

post-development thought. This lecture introduces various ideas of 

endogenous development with their background, core concepts and 

examples in relation to micro-scale development both in developed 

and developing countries.  Kazuko Tsurumi’s thoughts will be one of 

the main topics. Discussion will also cover methods of development 

intervention especially for capacity building of rural/regional 

stakeholders based on endogenous development thoughts. As a core 

course of rural development, this lecture also touches upon the 

characteristics of agriculture compared with other industries.

USAMI, Koichi 

E/J This course provides students with firstly basic knowledge and 

concepts of Management  and furthermore theories of Plan  

Do  See  in implementing development projects related to 

economy, society, humanity and environment, especially taking 

sustainability  into account.

Promotion 

  

USAMI, Koichi 

E The lecture will discuss participation of various stakeholders in 

rural development. First part deals with concepts of participatory 

development and introduces cases of rural/community 

development from developing countries and from Japan in order 

to understand difficulty of the approach both in theory and in 

practice. The latter part of the course will introduce rural tourism 

and income generation projects in contrast to exogenous / external 

investment based on industry development strategies, and 

discuss the effects of these projects on the livelihood / 

empowerment of people in rural communities. 

By the end of this course, Students will be able to explain 

1) benefits and constraints of participatory development. 

2) a case or cases of participatory rural promotion projects / 

programs / policies critically. 

3) applicability of experiences in Japan to developing countries. 
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Regional Environment 

Management  

  

HOSHINO, Hitoshi 

 The course is designed to enable the students to acquire a deeper 

understanding of the local resource management by community 

and the related issues. The course is divided into five sections. 

Section 1 is the introductory part of local resource management. 

Basic concept, classification and characteristics of local resources 

are shown. Local resources are managed by individual, 

community or government. Section 2 covers problems of common 

land managed by community. Local knowledge is one of the local 

resources. Section 3 reviews traditional local knowledge that has 

been important for resource management. Section 4 deals with 

Local resource management at watershed level where forest, 

human and coastal ecosystems are combined. Finally, section 5 

reviews institution and policy for sustainable resource 

management. 

 

Urban and Rural Relations 

  

HAYAMA,  Atsuko 

E This lecture is to explore the socioeconomic and landscape 

changes of rural area, focusing on the Philippine uplands, in the 

framework of urban-rural relation as well as 

state-market-community relation.  Natural resources, especially 

timber, have been managed and exploited by the state for the 

sake of the national economy. The management of degraded and 

deforested lands is now entrusted to local community.  What 

made the managerial shift in natural resources management? 

How urban-rural relation has an influence on the upland 

landscape?  The lecture clarifies these and other related 

questions based on case studies.  Other key words include 

commons, movement of population, commoditization of nature, 

indigenous people and ODA.

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Comparative and International 

Education 

  

YAMADA, Shoko 

E The main objective of this course is to know and discuss about 

various perspectives on the meanings and functions of education 

in the society and for individual learners. Particular references 

will be given to the learners in developing countries and issues 

encountered there. For that objective, the students will be 

exposed to the research paradigms, methodologies, and issues of 

comparative education and relevant academic fields. While the 

course in the fall semester focused on school-based education, this 

course will look at educational phenomena in the wider 

socio-economic, cultural, and political pictures.  The questions to 

be raised include: What does it mean to educate people? And How 

is it interpreted from different perspectives? 

 

Educational Development 

Planning and Evaluation 

  

YONEZAWA, Akiyoshi 

E This course aims to consider the role of higher education under 

the framework of educational development planning and 

evaluation.  Higher education plays an essential role in 

contemporary knowledge based society, and has its own context 

distinguished from primary and secondary education.  At the 

same time, education planning and evaluation is inevitably linked 

with the issues of access to higher education, brain drain and 

brain gain typically occurred at higher education level.  The class 

covers the following topics; (1) historical origins of modern higher 

education, (2) access and equity in higher education, and (3) 

knowledge economy and higher education.  Across these topics, 

participants are expected to examine the role and value of 

international cooperation in higher education. 

 

Educational Development 

Policies 

  

YAMADA, Shoko 

E The major objective of this course is to acquire a comprehensive 

understanding of theories and practical issues on educational 

development and international cooperation for it.  The course is 

divided into two parts.  The first part is to review major theories 

and dimensions of educational development as an area 

contributing to the comprehensive national development, 

economically, socially, or culturally.  This part also focuses on the 

cooperation/aid by the outside actors, mostly multi- and bi-lateral 

donor organizations in relation to the historical changes of 

international cooperation for education from the 1960s up to the 

present.  Normative trends of educational assistance, oft-used 

modalities of aid, and challenges of aid will be discussed.  The 

last part of the course will touch upon issues regarding different 

aspects of formal education, such as quality of teaching and 

learning, administration, finance, and decentralization. . 
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Education, Skill Development 

and Work 

  

OKADA, Aya 

E This course considers how firm-based research, education, and 

training contribute to the creation and dissemination of 

knowledge, the formation and development of skills, and thereby 

to industrial and economic development in the context of 

developing countries.  Topics include the role of skills formation 

in economic development; the roles of institutions associated with 

the formation and dissemination of knowledge and skills, such as 

R&D laboratories, corporate training centers and TVET in 

improving industrial performance; and effects of ICT on the 

nature of work, skills development, and the labor markets. 

 

Education and Health

E This course introduces students to current trends and issues on 

health and development in developing countries.  A combination 

of various methods, such as lecture inputs, group discussion, 

workshop, case studies will be used.

Public Policy of Developing 

Countries

E (This course will be taught by Dr Joe Devine, a visiting professor 

from the University of Bath, UK.) At one level, development 

entails the practice of turning ideas and visions into action. While 

development studies has traditionally been concerned with 

studying (mostly poor) beneficiaries, more attention has been 

given recently to understanding those in the development 

industry responsible for shaping visions and translating them 

into action. This course will allow us then to reflect on the world of 

development policy, practice and management. In the first part of 

the course, we will look at the nature of policy interventions in 

developing countries. In the second part, we will critically look at 

development strategies and examine the process by which policy 

priorities are identified and defined. In the third part, we shift the 

focus to the project level of development and explore the dynamics 

and challenges of development management.  

 

International Cooperation Law 

  

YAMAGATA, Hideo 

E This is an introductory course for the study of international law, 

with the aim to understand what international law is and how it 

functions. It does not cover the whole area of international law 

because of time limitation. Through the analysis of the ICJ 

judgment in the Nicaragua case, it will give you the basic idea of 

international law. Stress will be put on the structural change of 

international law between the traditional and the contemporary 

international law. 
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International Economic Law 

  

KAWASHIMA, Fujio 

 E This course focuses on the law of the World Trade Organization 

(WTO), including its structure, decision making procedures, 

dispute settlement procedures, and major principles to promote 

free trade. It aims at providing with basic knowledge such as 

influence of the WTO law on domestic laws as well as industrial 

policies of Member countries. 

 

International Competition Law 

  

KAWASHIMA, Fujio 

E This course focuses on how to design and implement competition 

laws which are established in major developed economies and 

also emerging in some developing economies. Referring to the 

Antitrust law of the United States, Competition Law of the 

European Union and so on, it mainly examines the structure, 

development and case law of the Antimonopoly Act of Japan.

The aim of "Law and Development Studies (LDS)" is analysis of 

the role of legal system and institutions in socio-economic 

development, or relationship between development and legal 

system in developing country. This course focuses on the relevant 

theories on LDS, and case studies. Participants are required to 

read designated reading materials (in English) on LDS before 

each lecture. Reading list will be given in the first lecture.  

 

Development Politics I

E This course examines various theories on politics in developing 

countries and attempts to clarify problems and limitations of 

existing theories. This process is indispensable when developing 

new analytical frameworks based on field surveys. I would like to 

explore political conditions in which various development projects 

from macroeconomic policies to grassroots social developments 

can be democratically practiced to promote interests of 

marginalized sectors in society. 
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Development Politics  

  

MUROTANI, Ryutaro 

 

E This course will provide an introduction on the concept and 

practice of “good governance” agenda, with a particular focus on 

the recent debates over “fragile states”. The course will cover the 

background of the emergence of “fragile states” agenda (from 

security and development perspectives), main arguments and 

policy debates in international forum (such as OECD/DAC), and 

their policy implications. Case studies will be mainly from 

post-conflict countries, but possibly include some 

non-conflict-affected countries with weak institutions. Through 

lectures and discussions, this course expects students to deepen 

their understanding on the institution building and political 

economy in post-conflict and/or fragile situations. 

 

Asian Politics 

  

KUSAKA, Wataru  

E This course aims to develop various perspectives to analyze Asian 

politics through examining various case studies. In the first part 

of the course, I use my case study on moralization of class politics 

in Philippine. In the second part, I will pick up several issues of 

Philippine politics to focus on possibility of creating new solidarity 

beyond the serious social division. Although I mainly talk about 

Philippines cases, I will present useful perspectives and analytical 

frameworks applicable to various case studies in other Asian 

countries. In the third part, I will conduct comparative studies 

with focusing on politics of other Southeast Asian countries. 

 

Seminar on Governance and

E This seminar will be a forum of students who are interested in the 

role of laws in global and domestic governance, particularly in the 

economic area. Depending upon interests of participants, it will 

cover various topics including current issues in international 

economic law, and development and enforcement of competition 

laws in developed and developing economies.

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Seminar on Governance and

E This seminar aims to explore perspectives that bridge qualitative 

research of area studies and political theories to analyze politics of 

developing countries. Participants are required to present on their 

studies and reviews of related materials. 

 

Peacebuilding 

  

NISHIKAWA, Yukiko 

E This course introduces key concepts and issues related to 

peacebuilding in conflict-prone and post-conflict societies. It aims 

to examine central challenges in peacebuilding as part of 

development cooperation activities – both in terms of theory and 

practice. The course is comprised of three parts. Part I explores 

frameworks for peacebuilding. In so doing, students will be 

equipped with some conflict analysis and impact assessment 

tools. Part II explores three basic strategies commonly seen in 

peacebuilding: a) humanitarian/emergency response, b) 

institutionalization, and c) societal reconstruction.  Part III 

focuses on cross-sector issues, exploring some foundational 

themes for sustainable peace.  

 

International Politics of Conflict 

  

NISHIKAWA, Yukiko 

E This course aims at deepening our macro level understanding of 

conflict. It focuses on conflicts and international politics since the 

end of World War II and studies the number, nature and 

root-causes of conflict in changing international contexts. It 

explores various events in international politics, such as financial 

crisis, the end of Cold War and post-Sep 11th, and examines what 

impact they have on conflict trend and the number. It also 

examines in what ways approaches to handle these conflicts have 

been evolved. 

 

Human Security and Law  

  

YAMAGATA, Hideo 

E Security usually means national security, but human security is 

people-centered concept of security. It has dramatically changed 

the theoretical paradigm on security issues. This course will 

provide the basic knowledge of security in the framework of the 

Charter of the United Nations. Lectures will be given on: the 

collective security system of the United Nations in comparison 

with the policy on balance of powers; the paralyzed Security 

Council and PKO in the cold war era; the Gulf war and the 

activated Security Council; the newly emerged concept of human 

security. 
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Seminar on Peacebuilding

J/E This is a seminar on the international law, which is often called 

“law of war and peace.” International law provides the 

international society with order, stability and standards, on the 

basis of which states shall behave and international disputes 

shall be settled. Rules of international law are regulating daily 

conducts of states, international organizations, NGOs and 

individuals. We can see international relations from the 

international law perspectives.

E This lecture course will explore social dimensions of international 

development. We will examine how, through the efforts of 

sociologists and anthropologists, the ‘social’ has been integrated in  

development studies. Students will learn to become aware of the 

non-economic views entailed in international development. 
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Poverty Reduction Strategies

E This lecture course will examine how we can understand ‘poverty’ 

and what may be considered as effective strategies for reducing 

poverty. In the first part of the course, we will explore different 

ways of defining and measuring poverty and discuss the changing 

geography of poverty. In the second part, we will look at 

microfinance and other social business enterprises that are often 

considered an effective tool for poverty reduction. In the third 

part, students will be divided into small groups for presenting a 

case of social business that aims to solve the problem of poverty.
