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Application Procedure for the Graduate Research Student Program

The Graduate School of International Development (GSID) at Nagoya University invites
applications for its Graduate Research Student program. The Graduate Research Student
program is designed for those who already have or will obtain a master’s degree and wish to
prepare for admission to the GSID doctoral course (excluding re-admission); or for those who
already have a doctoral degree from GSID or have completed the doctoral course without a
dissertation and wish to continue their research. No degree or qualification can be obtained
from this program.

Please note that you cannot apply for this program in order to obtain a “College Student”
status of residence (college student visa).

1. Qualifications

(1) You are eligible to apply if you:

(1) Have completed a master’s degree course and obtained a master’s degree from a
university accredited by a national government (including universities the GSID faculty
recognizes as having equivalent or superior academic standards), or expect to complete
a master’s degree by the time of admission to GSID, and wish to enroll in a doctoral
course at GSID (excluding re-admissions).

(i)  Have completed or expect to complete the doctoral course at GSID in the semester
immediately prior to admission as a graduate research student.

(2) Non-Japanese applicants who have never enrolled at GSID before should apply to the
Master’s or Doctoral Program as a regular student or the “Research Student Program
(Privately-Financed International Students),” a separate non-degree program, even if
they meet the eligibility requirements above. Non-Japanese applicants are defined as
those who do not have Japanese citizenship.
